In fact, she was just another arch-typical
drunk - flit from one 'thing' to another - go home with people we don't know
at all - wake up in the morning wondering whom was in bed with us - and
WHY? - desperately trying to put together whatever pieces we remember
from the night before.
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Recovery is much easier. All you have to do is keep the cork in the bottle
and go to meetings - lots of meetings - 90 meetings in 90 days is just the
start. It's day in and day out - year in and year out. Whatever pieces
which are left to put back together, we do that ourselves if we work an
honest program - we and our fellow A.A. members give each other support
- but, it's the drunk who has to do most all the work. Somedays everything
goes well - other days all you want to do is get stinking drunk. That's just
life in early recovery.

Dusty was anything but unique. Her story was far less ugly than many
others I've heard. And, yes, I did hear Dusty speak at A.A. meetings and
vice versa. But, give the girl some credit, only she could get herself sober.
And, she finally did after a few false starts. She was not a dish rag - she
worked her program - all 12 Steps of it. And, Dusty inspired many an AA
newcomer to do the same.
